FABRIC INSTRUCTIONS  
 
1. You may use any smooth cotton mate-
rial. You may use a rough material, but 
remember the design might look rough. 
You can paint on a suitcase.  
 
2. Always wash material or at least rinse 
fabric to get the sizing out of the mate-
rial.  
 
3. DO NOT USE FABRIC SOFTENER It 
will repel the fabric paint.  
 
4. Trace the pattern on transparent pa-
per with an ultra fine point Sharpie. On 
the other side of the pattern use a #2 
pencil to retrace the outline of the pat-
tern. You donôt have to trace all of the 
fine details.  
 
5. Place the fabric on a shirt board.  
 
6. Place the pattern with the right side 
facing you on your material with scotch 
magic tape. Placing the pencil side down 
on the fabric, Use a quarter to rub the 
pattern on your material.  
 
7. Now you are ready to paint.
